These should include the
applicant’s scholarship, leadership abilities, interpersonal skills, integrity,
and potential.
c. Nomination letter from your High School Athletic Trainer.
d. Resume including your community service work.
e. Personal Statement - One page describing what this scholarship will
enable you to do and why the scholarship is important.
f. Proof of acceptance into a College or University.
g. Scholarship application - must be RECEIVED no later than April 17th
for consideration. Late applications will not be accepted.
h. Current Photo.
